
CD Burner XP Pro 
Burning CD’s with CD Burner XP Pro. 
 
1. Insert a blank recordable CD in your CD disk drive. 

2. Click cancel when the Windows prompts you to take an action 

 
3. Open CD Burner XP Pro by double-clicking on its icon 

 
4. Chose the first option of creating a Data-CD. 

 
5. Once in the program, you will see four “windows.”  In the top-right window, 

select the drive that contains the files you want to burn on to a CD.  Most 



likely, this will be your “P” drive. 

 
6. In the same window, click on the folder that contains the files you wish to 

“burn.”  The files within that folder will appear within the window directly to the 
right. 

 
7. Select the folders and/or files you want to burn to your CD.  You may select 

multiple folders or files by holding down the Control key while you click on 
your selections.   

8. Then click on the Add button.  You may continue to Add files and folders until 
the green bar on the bottom of your screen indicates that your CD has 
reached its maximum capacity.  You also have the option of simply dragging 
the files to the bottom window. 

9. You can remove files or groups of files to be burned, or you can completely 
clear all files that will be “burned to the CD by clicking the Clear icon. 

 



10. The total amount of memory remaining is listed at the bottom. 

 
11. To begin “burning” your files to the CD, click the Burn icon. 

 
12. Once you click the Burn icon, you will see a blue bar that demonstrates your 

progress. 

 
13. Once the writing is complete, you will be shown a pop-window. 

 
14. You will then click Done. 

 



15. Click the X in the top, right-hand corner to quit.  You most likely will NOT need 
to save your CD layout unless you plan to continue burning the same CD on 
another occasion.
