California Streaming on the
ETC Portal

California Streaming is being developed by a consortium of County Offices of Education. This
consortium had the interface developed and is now purchasing digital rights to movies that it will
host. The site currently hosts movies, movie clips, clip art, images, audio files, lesson plans, and
MORE. The amount of content available on California Streaming will grow as more digital rights
are purchased. There are no current plans to eliminate United Streaming. Below are instructions
on accessing California Streaming.

1. Visit the ETC Portal online at www.etcportal.org.
2. Log in using your ETC Portal username and
password.

3. Not sure what your password is? Click on the Support tab. Go to the
Password Reminder section and type in your username (usually the same as
your Novell Username), your password will be sent to you via e-mail. If that
doesn’t work, you may contact Eric Jarvis at ejarvis@slcusd.org. He will look
up your username and password.

4. ’ved, ci on the Media tab.
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5. California Streaming is on the right side of the page, below United Streaming.
Click on the logo or title to access it.
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Access California Streaming to search for and easily locate grade and
subject specific content, then view the videos right on your computer.
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6. Once you've entered California Streaming, | recommend maximizing the new
window that popped up.

7. You may now search for content. By staying at the Home tab, you may
search all available media. You may narrow your search by medium by
clicking one of the other available tabs (e.g., video, audio, print resources,
etc). Or you may click the drop-down menu next to the search field to
indicate a specific type of media.

8. If you type in “Egypt” and search all media, you will be presented with a list of
resources. Each resource will appear within its own media category. You
may click on an individual title or click browse all to view more details about
that source.

9. Atter clicking Browse all 3 items under Ancient Civilizations under Digital
Video, | see more details about those videos.

10. Once you select the video, you may choose to steam it by clicking play or
download it to your computer. You may also play or download segments.
Finally, you may add a playlist of segments.



11. Below are your options for segments of the movie.

12. On the very bottom, is the correct citation information in three different
formats.

13. | recommend streaming rather than downloading. Downloading poses some
storage issues, and | haven’t encountered interruptions while streaming.
After clicking play, show the movie using the full screen mode. Click on Exit
Full Screen in the top, right-hand corner to return to the previous window.

14. You may also select multiple segments, creating a Playlist. This playlist may
be then posted for your students or saved just for your use.

15. Let's add a playlist to a class that our students will be able to see.

16. After selecting the video, you'll be given the option to store the entire movie or
segments of the movie.



17. Let's add segments by clicking the Playlist link under Segments.
18. Select the segments you wish to post in your Playlist; then click next.
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
