
Discovery Streaming 
 

1. Access Discovery Streaming at www.discoveryeducation.com.  
You should have received your Discovery Streaming username 
and password in an e-mail. 

2. You may change your username and/or password by clicking the 
Profile  link. 

 
3. If you change your profile, you must make sure that all fields 

marked with the blue asterisk have been completed.  You may 
change both your username and your password but not at the 
same time.  To change both, first change type in your desired 
username and press submit.  Then enter your existing password, 
desired password two times, and click submit again.    

 
4. You may click the Discovery Education icon to get back to the

5. One way of finding resources is by clicking on a subject.  You may 
continue to narrow your search by clicking subtopics as they 
appear. 

 
6. You may also the search field to search for resources.  The search 

may be narrowed by selecting the type of media and/or grade level 
of the desired resource. 

 
7. Search results will appear within blocks that display a thumbnail 

image of the resource, its title, and type of resource.  There are a 
variety of choices on how to display your results. 

 
 
 



8. When you put your mouse over a resource, more information pops 
up.  Edit means that students may include the resource in a video 
or multimedia project.  Student means that the resource will be 
available to students if those accounts are set up.  
Click on the title to select. 

 
9. Most full-length movies are divided into segments.  You may click 

on the title of the full-length movie or segments to select.  The film 
strip icon with the arrow pointing down is for downloading the 
movie.  The checkbox is used for selecting material to be added to 
My Content.  Click the Play button to play movie.  Then click the 
box with the four arrows pointing out to display the movie in full-
screen mode.  The controls to play and/or pause will disappear.  
Move your mouse near the bottom of the screen to make them 
reappear.  Press your escape key on your keyboard (esc key in 
top, left-hand corner) to exit full-screen mode. 

 
10. The Related Materials tab will display teacher resources for a 

particular movie or resource. 

 



11. The Citations tab demonstrates how to cite the resource in three 
different formats. 

 
12. You may save a resource in your “My Content” area by checking 

its checkbox and clicking Add. 

 
13. Once you click Add, you will be shown your own “My Content” 

area.  You may add the resource directly into “My Content” or you 
may organize your resources by selecting or creating folders. 

 



14. After clicking “Add New Folder,” you will be prompted to type in a 
name. 

 
15. Once a folder is created, click it to select it.  Then click Add to 

place resources within it. 

 
16. Click CLOSE once the resource has been added. 

 
17. A link back to My Content may be found in the top, right-hand side 

of Discovery Streaming. 

 



18. Your folders and resources will appear when you click the My 
Content link. 

 
19. You may select your resource, copy it, move it, or delete it.
