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Scholastic Reading Inventory  
 

1. Students may access SRI by clicking Start  �  Applications  �  
Scholastic  �  Scholastic Reading Inventory . 

 

2. The students will be asked for their username and password.  This 
is the same log-in information as their individual Novell accounts.  
Usernames for second graders consist of their first and last name 
with NO SPACES.  Eric Jarvis will send you passwords if you 
request them.  They can also be found on within the Scholastic 
Achievement Manager (SAM), the management and reporting 
system for teachers. 

3. Students will be asked to select three of their favorite book genres 
(e.g., mystery, myths, humor, sports, etc.).  Younger students will 
be given the option to choose “Wild Card.”  This will cause the 
program to include a variety of genres in the recommended book 
list. 

4. Students will then take a short practice test. 

5. When the actual assessment begins, the students will be given the 
opportunity to skip up to three passages and their corresponding 
questions. 

6. There is no set number of passages or questions.  The program 
will continue providing the student passages and questions until it 
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has determined their Lexile score.  Advanced readers will most 
likely take longer to complete the assessment than basic readers.  
Overall, the assessment seems to take about twenty minutes. 

7. When the student completes the assessment, they will be shown a 
list of recommended books based on their interest and reading 
level.  The report will also display their Lexile score.  The students 
may either choose Quit or print the recommended reading list.  If 
the student quits, the teacher can print the recommended book list 
using the Scholastic Achievement Manager (SAM).   

8. If the teacher allows students to print the recommended, they 
should be the only one who picks up the reports from the printer 
so that they may distribute them in a manner that does not violate 
the students’ privacy.  Students simply close the report when 
they’re done. 

9. If a student is unable to finish the assessment during the time 
allowed, they may press the escape key (Esc).  This key is located 
in the top, left-hand corner of their keyboard.   

10. They will be asked if they really want to quit.  Students will respond 
by clicking “Yes.” 

 

11. They will then be asked if they’d to save their results and come 
back to the test later.  Make sure they select YES. 

12. They then press the QUIT button.  They will resume that 
assessment the next time they log in to SRI. 

13. Scholastic recommends that students not take the assessment 
more than once per month.   
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Scholastic Achievement Manager  

1. Teachers log in to Scholastic Achievement Manager by clicking 
Start  �  Applications  �  Scholastic  �  Scholastic Achievement 
Manager .   

 

2. The teacher’s username is the same as their Novell Log-in.  The 
teachers’ username and password are both case sensi tive .  In 
most cases the first two letters are capitalized.  Some teachers will 
need to use all lower case letters, and others will need to use all 
capital letters.  Your password is available from your site 
administrator.  Contact Eric Jarvis if you have any questions or 
need assistance. 

3. Teachers should change their own password by clicking My 
Profile .  They may also change their username.  Keep in mind that 
both the username and password are case sensitive f or 
teachers . 
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4. As with most programs, you type in your desired password two 
times and then click Save.   

 

5. On the left side of the screen, you may select you entire class or 
individual students. 
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6. We are not using the Reading Counts Program, so click that title 
bar to minimize those reports. 

 

7. You may then choose to view Classroom Reports, Student 
Reports or All Reports. 
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8. To access all of your students’ usernames and passwords click 
Classroom Reports and select Student Roster and click Run 
Report.  

 

9. You will then have the opportunity to select Print Preview to view 
the document as a PDF.  As with all the reports, you may also 
apply a “Demographic Filter” to view only EL students, or female, 
etc. 

 

10. Click Show All Reports to go back to the main menu of 
available reports. 
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11. The Reading Performance Report will give you each student’s 
Lexile, Performance Standard, Percentile Rank, NCE and Stanine.  
Select that report and click Run. 

 
12. You may click on any of the blue title boxes to sort by that 

category.  Click Print Preview (PDF) to preview.  Clicking the Apply 
Demographic Filter will enable you to view only certain groups of 
students. 
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13. In this case, I will only view female English learners. 

 
14. Clicking the Apply Demographic Filter: On  again will remove the 

filter.

15. Another useful Classroom Report is the Growth Report.  This will 
allow you to view how each student performed over time. 

 
16. Select the Student Reports from the drop-down menu.  Here you 

may run reports for your all students in your class or just individual 
students. Double click on a student to only run a report for that 
student. 
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17. The print preview must be used on some of these reports. 

 
18. If you click Roster, you may add a student or set up groups.  You 

may add a student yourself if they are new to our district.  Students 
who have transferred schools within our district should be moved 
by Eric Jarvis or Neil Oden so that their previous scores will follow 
them to their new site. 

 
19. Each school has received two manuals that go into much more 

detail about using this program.  You may also contact Eric Jarvis 
in Instructional Services for assistance.
