United Streaming

1. Log into the ETC Portal at www.etcportal.org and click on the
Media tab. Then click on the United Streaming icon or label.

2. A new window will open up. | recommend maximizing that
window.
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3. A search field is at the top of the page. Teachers may search all
content or choose a specific type of media. There is also an
Advanced Search section with more options.
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4. A teacher may also browse by subject, grade or state standard.

5. From the search results page, a teacher can select a video by
clicking on the title or video icon. This page displays a summary,
the recommended grade levels, video segments, Teacher’s Guide,

and Curriculum standards.

6. From here, we can click Play to play the entire video; click the
Video Segments tab; Citations tab to see how to cite this source;

ore Related Materials (teacher’s guide, test, etc.).



7. Beneath the video icon you will see a Media Settings . We
recommend using the default.

8. From the Video Segments tab, you may choose to play only a
short segment of the movie. The green arrow plays the movie; the
computer disk icon downloads the movie.

9. Click View Full Screen . Click escape to get back to United
Streaming.



10. A movie can be saved in a teachers My Content area so that it
may be accessed again more easily.

11. The movie can be added to an existing folder, or a new folder can
be created.

12. The My Content area can be access from the menu near the top
portion of the United Streaming screen.

13. Movies can be organized in folders, or they may be simply stored
“uncategorized” in the My Content area.
